Home Safety Fact Sheet

Key Facts

Each year, an average of 2,096 children ages 14 and under dies as a result of a home
injury.

Fires, suffocation and drowning are the leading cause of unintentional home injury
death among children this age group. In 2009 approximately 2,300 children ages 14
and under died from unintentional injuries that occurred in the home. 60% of these

deaths were among children ages 4 and under. These are sobering facts.

At least 620 children died from fires and burns in the home. Nearly 60 percent were
less than 4 years old.

Approximately 500 children suffocated in the home; nearly 90 percent of these children
were less than 4 years old.

Approximately 340 children drowned in or around the home and more that 80 percent
were ages 4 and older.

Approximatley 160 children choked to death in the home; nearly 90 percent were ages 4
and under.

Approximately 50 children died as the result of falls in the home or on home
premises. Nearly 70 percent of these deaths occurred to children ages 4 and under.

Approximately 80 children died from a poisoning incident in the home. Of these
children, an estimated 60 percent were ages 4 and under.

Approximately 40 children died from unintentional shootings in the home. Three-
quarters of these children were ages 5 to 14 years.

Overall, children from low-income families are four times more likely to drown and five
times more like to die in a fire.

Deaths from an injury in the home very widely by state. New Mexico, Mississippi and
Arizona have the highest rates of unintentional home injury, exceeding the national
average by more than 33 percent.

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How to Teach Your Kids to Be Safe Around Strangers

Sit your child down and explain exactly what a stranger is. Let your child know who
you would consider a stranger. For example, someone working down the street
while your child is playing outside could be considered a stranger, as could a new person
at church. You need to be specific in explaining strangers to your child.

Tell your child that not ALL strangers are bad. Let them know that there are many nice
strangers, but that when they are not around you, that is not the time to get to know some-
one and make friends.

Tell your child that if they are somewhere and a stranger walks up to them and they feel
uncomfortable, or if the stranger tries to get them to go away with them, they should yell

“STRANGER!” Some people suggest yelling “FIRE” but if your child was in a
crowded mall and yelled, “FIRE” and people look over at your screaming child and no
NOT see a fire...they will probably just look slightly confused and walk away. Ifthey hear
your child yell “STRANGER” then they KNOW that person should not be near your child.

Tell your child that it is always, ALWAYS better to be safe then to be sorry later.

Give examples of situations in which strangers might try to kidnap children. A stranger
might pull up next to a child walking down the street and tell the child that his parents were
in an accident. Then the stranger may say to get in the car so they can take the child to his
parents. This could be situation to explain to your child. Any situation you can think of,
tell it your child.

Warn your child about accepting gifts from strangers. Many bad people will try to lure
young children with presents. For example. A bad person may see a young child in a store
and say that if they come with them to the toy aisle, they will let the child pick out anything
they want! Then when the child leaves with the stranger, they will be kidnapped. Again,
give your child possible scenarios so that your child can be ready.
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
